Christmas list? Sure, a hit list

Wouldn’t it be nice if instead of giving things for Christmas (Don’t we all have too many
things anyway?), we could somehow, magically, take things away?

Small things, like those little (OK, not so little) wrinkles around a person’s eyes. Forehead
lines that used to be a sign of character, but are now just a sign of age. Those crazy marionette-
like gullies that appeared one day out of nowhere. Extra weight. Credit card debt. Worry. Guilt.
Sorrow. Regret.

Annoying things, too, that shouldn’t make you crazy, but do - like automated answering
systems. “Thanks for calling. Press one for this and two for that.””

The automated Julie at Amtrak. The automated Mr. No Name at Apple: “I am an automated
system that can handle complete sentences. How can I help you today?’’ You can help me by
disappearing. If Christmas were about taking things away, automated answering systems would
be the first on my list to go.

Passwords would be next. It was bad enough when you had just one. One ATM card. One
series of numbers to try to remember.

Now, there are passwords for everything and they have to be a combination of letters and
numbers, lower case and upper case, a minimum of six and nothing obvious like your phone
number or birth date or name of your spouse, kids, parents, best friend, or dog. And they all have
to be different. And you are not supposed to write them down in an obvious place, because a
thief could find them and hack into everything you have.

Really? Merry Christmas. All passwords are gone.



Also on my permanently delete list?

Mice. Mice are disgusting. They burrow. They procreate. Then they take pieces of things, lint
from the clothes dryer, twigs from old wreaths, fluff that they import from somewhere and they
build nests, leaving their little calling cards everywhere. And never mind traps. Mice laugh at
traps.

How is it that these gross creatures - is it because of Disney and Mickey? - have become part
of the Christmas tradition? They are one step up from the common housefly, another disgusting
creature, and yet here they are part of the holiday tradition. There are Christmas books featuring
mice: “The Christmas Mouse.’” “Christmas Mice.’” Some version of “A Christmas Carol,”’
starring Mickey Mouse. There are Christmas movies: “ *Twas the Night Before Christmas,’’
“The Night Before Christmas: A Mouse Tale.”’

And no doubt, in time, there will be Christmas songs.

“I’'m Dreaming of a Mouse-Free Christmas’’ would be mine. Mice, if I could rid the world,
would be instantly gone.

As would the Kardashians and Ashton Kutcher and Jessica Simpson - not just from TV, but
from our collective consciousness.

And LOWEST PRICE THIS SEASON ads and ONE DAY ONLY sales that happen every
day. And people who don’t use their directionals. And drivers who don’t let pedestrians cross.
And self-service gas stations, a do-it-yourself project that is just plain wrong.

I would take away some big things, too, weighty, awful, life-changing things. My neighbor
Katherine’s macular degeneration, which has put an end to her reading and knitting and baking;
her husband’s Al’s deafness and weak heart; 4-year-old Charlotte Rose Kelly’s horrible, horrible
cancer. | would take away all cancer, all disease, all the faulty genes and extra chromosomes,
and afflictions and addictions that debilitate us.

Christmas Day would dawn, and the hospitals would be out of business because no one would
be sick. There would be no wheelchairs and respirators, no CAT scans and MRIs, no bypass
machines, no radiologists and oncologists, no ambulances, no therapists, no ramps, no service
dogs, no handicapped stickers, and no handicapped parking spaces, because no one would be
handicapped.

And there would be no hunger. Why is there hunger in this world of plenty, anyway? And no
wars, not a one anywhere on the planet.

CAMERA CAN’T CAPTURE THE INNER REALITIES

The pictures are ordinary. There’s Lucy in front of Cinderella’s castle. There’s Lucy on the
Dumbo ride. There’s Lucy standing next to Prince Charming.

These are shots that everyone takes. “Stop. Look at me. Say ‘cheese!” ”

Even the best of the photos, the candids, the ones where she isn’t posing, where she is
laughing, clapping, gazing up in wonder, where she is dancing, swimming, running, eating a
chocolate doughnut, don’t begin to capture all that was.

Lucy is my granddaughter and she is 9 and has Down syndrome. Last week a friend and I
took her to Orlando and to Disney’s Magic Kingdom. And it was magic, every minute of it. We
took hundreds of pictures that should show this.

But none does. Just like the fairy dust that a cast member sprinkled on us the first day, the
magic was temporary. Walk away, leave the park, get on a plane, go home. And it’s gone.

[lusion. Sleight of hand. Was that all it was? If what we saw is not in the pictures, does it not
exist?

Back here in the world far away from the Magic Kingdom, Lucy’s days consist of school and
little children talking to each other and playing games, third-grade games, that are challenges for
Lucy. Every day in the world far away from the Magic Kingdom, there are constant reminders of
all that Lucy cannot do.

Walt Disney World was the other side of the coin.

Lucy was the model child there, the one all parents would beg for. The child bedazzled by
everything. The child who loved every ride, every character, every parade, every hamburger and
chicken finger and ice cream, never mind whether it was vanilla or chocolate or in a cone or in a
cup.

Lucy never went into a store and pouted because she couldn’t have something. She looked at
all princess dresses and shoes and crowns and gloves and magic wands and princess dolls and
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gasped and said they were beautiful. But she left them there and went on to the next store and the
next and the next, eventually choosing just a necklace.

Lucy didn’t want to get her hair done at the Bibbidi Bobbidi Boutique. “No thank you,” she
said. But she walked around and told all the little girls who were getting their hair styled how
pretty they looked.

She wanted to do the hula hoop like everyone else, but didn’t have a meltdown when she
couldn’t figure out how. She tried for a while, then handed the hoop to another girl. She didn’t
throw a fit when we told her the line was too long at “Enchanted Tales with Belle”” and that we
would go on “Ariel’s Undersea Adventure” instead. She said, “OK,” and away we went. And she
didn’t complain, not even once, when we told her at the end of each day that it was time to go.

Most kids say, “But I want to sit here!” or “I want to go first” or “I want to sit on this horse,
not that one.”

Not Lucy.

To an elderly woman in a wheelchair, she asked, “What happened, Grandma? Are you all
right?’ To a boy who was crying, she said, “It’s OK.” And to me as I screamed on the “Tower of
Terror,” she took my hand and said, “Don’t be scared, Mimi.”

“I wouldn’t change a hair on her head,” I heard a mother of a child with Down syndrome say
when Lucy was 4 or 5. And I thought, back then, I would. I would take away her Down
syndrome in an instant because it would make Lucy’s life easier.

But what I’ve learned is this isn’t true. It would make our lives easier — her parents’ and
family’s and teachers’. But Lucy is fine with her life. It’s not without problems, but whose life
is?

Lucy is who she is because she has Down syndrome. Taking it away would change her. Her
spirit, her love of people, her innate, unselfish goodness. They’re on that extra chromosome. Not
illusion, not sleight of hand, not things a camera can capture, but real.
